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PREAMBLE: 

 

   Beginning with the Name of Allah, The Most Beneficent, The Most Merciful; 

   Testifying that there is no god except Allah and that Prophet Muhammad (s.a.w) 
is the last Prophet and Messenger of Allah; 

   Acknowledging the Holy Qur’an as the last revelation and guidance from Allah to 
mankind, and the Sunnah of the Prophet Muhammad (s.a.w) as the perfect 
example for mankind to follow; 

   Believing in accountability to Allah in the hereafter and to the community that 
we serve here now: 

   Desiring an Islamic Association where the tenets of Islam are upheld and the 
human rights of individuals are fundamental and respected; 

   Preserving the Islamic commitment, community spirit and laudable foresight of 
our founding fathers and mothers; 

We, the entire members of the Muslim Association of Nigeria (UK), adopt and 
accept to abide by this Constitution for the administration of the Association. 
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ARTICLE 1 

The Name:  

The name of the Association shall be the Muslim Association of Nigeria (UK), hereinafter 
referred to as MAN (UK) or the Association.  The registered address of the Association 
shall be 365 Old Kent Road, London SE1 5JH, United Kingdom.  Its operating name shall 
be known as the “Old Kent Road Mosque and Islamic Cultural Centre”. 

 

ARTICLE 2 

Motto:   

  The Motto and driving force of the Association shall be Q3:103 - 

 “And hold fast, all of you together, to the Rope of Allah (i.e. the Qur’an) and be not 
divided among yourselves and remember Allah’s favour on you, for you were enemies 
one to another but He joined your hearts together, so that, by His Grace, you became 
brethren (in Islamic faith), and you were on the brink of a pit of Fire, and He saved 
you from it. Thus Allah makes His Āyāt (proofs, evidences, verses, lessons, signs, 
revelations, etc) clear to you, that you may be guided”. 

 

ARTICLE 3 

Aims and Objectives:   

The aims and objectives of the Association shall be: 

1. The accomplishment of advancement in Islamic faith as contained in the Holy 
Qur’an, the Sunnah and Islamic Shari’ah.  

2. To promote charitable activities of a social and welfare nature for the benefit of 
Muslims (particularly of Nigerian origin) in the UK and Ireland. 

3. To establish and maintain mosques, and Islamic Cultural Centres to facilitate the 
practice of Islam as a way of life.  

 

ARTICLE 4 

             Furtherance Power: 

1. To organise Islamic religious activities including those related to birth, 
marriages, deaths and other spiritual needs of Muslims. 

2. To organise and promote Islamic and western education at various levels. 

3. To promote opportunity for the study of Arabic language and the mother tongue 
of members through classes, lectures, training, and cultural events. 

4. To promote charitable activities such as relief of the distressed and the poor 
through welfare projects such as elders’ group, pre-school activities for children, 
supplementary schools and classes, Housing Association, Employment Training, 
Information Technology, Counselling and Advice Centre. 

5. To establish branches all over the United Kingdom and Europe. 

6. To organize collection and disbursement of Sadaqah and Zakat in accordance 
with the teachings of the Holy Qur’an, the Sunnah and Islamic Shari’ah. 
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7. To raise funds through contributions, levies, donations and membership 
subscriptions for the said aims and objectives.  

8. To acquire property and, subject to any requirements of the law of the land, to 
dispose of such property. 

9. To co-operate with other organisations with similar aims and objectives at local, 
national and international levels. 

10. To employ competent staff and promote all other lawful activities towards the 
accomplishment of the said aims and objectives. 

11. To promote the wellbeing and the physical and spiritual developments of our 
youth as useful leaders of tomorrow. 

 

ARTICLE 5 

1. Membership: 

1. Membership of the Association shall be open to all Nigerian Muslims and their 
immediate families, male or female, from the age of sixteen (16) years and 
resident in the UK. 

2. For the stability of the Association and to encourage loyalty and avoid conflict of 
interest, a registered member of any other Nigerian Islamic organisation shall 
not be a registered member of MAN (UK). 

3. There shall be two classes of membership, namely, Full Membership and 
Honorary Membership. 

4. There shall be a Membership Committee in conformity with this Constitution. 

 
(a) Full Membership 

i. Full membership of the Association shall be by application from the age 
of sixteen (16) years, sponsored by two registered members.   

ii. The applicant shall pay the prescribed registration fee and be provided 
with the Association’s Constitution and membership number.   

iii. Every member of the Association shall be bound by the Constitution, the 
by-laws and the standing orders of the Association, and shall enjoy the 
rights and privileges of the Association as prescribed by the Constitution.  

iv. The membership of the Association shall not be transferable. 

 
(b) Honorary Membership 

i. Honorary membership of the Association shall be conferred on Muslim 
brothers or sisters who have demonstrated outstanding contributions to 
Islamic knowledge, values and advancement in different ways. 

ii. Conferment of honorary membership shall be by the recommendation of 
the President approved by a simple majority of the Executive Committee.  

iii. Any registered member may make nominations for the honorary 
membership award.  Such nomination shall be submitted to the Board of 
Administrators. 

iv. Honorary members shall be bound by the Constitution of the 
Association.
